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Central Health moves forward dates for mass immunization clinics for high-risk
populations

Central Health has revised the dates for offering the HIN1 vaccine through mass
immunization clinics. These clinics will begin as early as October 30. Please see the
schedule for specific details relating to date and location changes for clinics offered in
your area. During the first two weeks of mass immunization clinics, Central Health will target
the highest risk groups throughout the region.

Canada is self-sufficient and will have enough vaccine so that all residents who wish to avail
of the vaccine will receive it free of charge. Consistent with all other provinces, Newfoundland
and Labrador is receiving the vaccine supply in stages over a period of several weeks, as the
vaccine is produced. The availability of vaccine during any one week is the major limiting
factor in the schedule for mass immunization clinics.

During the first few weeks of the mass immunization program, the groups to be targeted are
those people who are the highest risk of experiencing complications if they contract HI1N1
influenza. These groups, which have been determined by national experts, include:
e Individuals under 65 with chronic health conditions;
¢ Individuals living in remote and isolated settings or communities;
e Children six months up to five years of age;
e Health care workers involved in pandemic response or the delivery of essential care
services;
Pregnant women; and
¢ Household contacts and caregivers of persons at high risk who cannot be immunized
or may not respond to vaccines and populations otherwise identified as high risk.

Also, because the H1N1 vaccine in not recommended for children under six months of age,
parents of children age zero to six months will be offered vaccine during the first two weeks
of mass immunization clinics.

Individuals who fall into one of the above categories are encouraged to be immunized during
the first two weeks of mass immunization clinics. Children who fit in one of the high risk



categories should attend mass immunization clinics in their area with their parents or
guardian.

Those who do not fall under one of the high risk categories listed above are requested to wait
to receive their vaccine until later in the vaccination schedule, after the first two weeks of
mass immunization clinics. There are two exceptions to this. The first is where immunization
will be offered in weeks one and two to the entire population of the following communities
due to their remoteness: Rencontre, Gaultois, McCallum, Long Island, Little Bay Islands, Fogo
Island, St. Brendan’s and Change Islands. The second exception is for the aboriginal
community of Conne River where vaccine will be offered to the entire population of that
community due to the established level of risk in aboriginal communities.

Mass immunization clinics will be held in each of the communities listed from 9:30 a.m. to
6:30 p.m. The following schedule is subject to change based on a number of factors
including but not limited to weather conditions, ferry schedules, availability of vaccine,
vaccine uptake, etc. Any changes will be communicated to the public. The schedule for mass
immunization clinics that have been confirmed (but may be subject to change) to date are as
follows:
